Thread the countersunk bolt into the hole
where you removed the “ball stud”, face the spacer
towards the front of the vehicle, and tighten the
countersunk Allen bolt. Next thread the “ball stud”
into the forward hole in the 1” spacer and tighten.

Re-connect the negative battery cable!

(C.A.R.B.) Executive Order (EO) number. This sticker must be placed in plain view inside of
the engine compartment. Failure to do so may prevent you from passing a smog inspection.
